AIM: To recover to straight and level flight from unusual attitudes with minimum height loss

AIRMANSHIP: Lookout, height awareness, aircraft limitations and HASELL

· High nose, banked and low airspeed.
Speed - Full power

Roll     - Wings level 







Pitch to level

(  Low nose, banked and high airspeed.
Speed - Close throttle

Roll     - Wings level (nearest horizon)







Pitch to level

(  Recovery from vertical at low speed

Centralize controls







Clamp controls including rudder 







Aircraft will ‘fall out’







Regain flying speed
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
