APPROACH SPEEDS

70 - 80 mph with flaps up, 60 - 70mph with flaps down

60 mph with 40 ( flaps (55 mph crossing the threshold) for a short field landing in smooth air

UPPER AIR WORK

Gross weight 1600 lb – stalls, loops, spins, rolls, snap rolls, immelmanns, steep turns, lazy eights and chandelles.

STALLING SPEEDS

Power off @ 1600 lb: Clean – 55 mph, Flaps 20 ( - 49 mph, Flaps 40( - 48 mph Steep gliding turns – 63 mph

GLIDE

At 70 MPH the aircraft will glide 2.92 Nm from 2 000’ agl.
